 1.     Minutes – Proposed by Ted Smith, Seconded by Hein Collins 
2. Treasurer’s Report – As per Website
Norm expressed gratitude to Graham Edwards for assistance with the grant claim that purchased the PA  / BBQ.  Ted asked whether the equipment was insured.  Need to investigate.  Norm also raised the issue of public liability insurance.  When last enquired was c$1500 but Ted said Banksia Grove have some at $700-800.  Should ask them whom they use.  Should also ask the Two Rocks / Yanchep residents group who they use. 
3. Website – No further developments 
4. Resource Recovery Plant – Norm said Canning Vale action group sent him their newsletter with a press article claiming emissions are now clean despite the Dept of Health denying conducting any such test. Ted said original contractor for our plant had pulled out so MRC have approached SITA to step in.  Considered likely to add significant delay / cost. 
5. Parking at school – Norm said it had improved markedly, except when weather was bad.  The Ranger has been present and issued infringement notices. 
6. Tavern – No responses received from council and not in agenda for any meetings yet.  Dianne Guise explained rules regarding applications and that those who object could raise concerns when the liquor licence is applied for should the development application be successful.  Hein said those living nearby were interested in a pedestrian strip alongside.  He also said 2 properties in the vicinity had gone on the market recently.  Dianne is to investigate the possible dual-ing of Joondalup drive 
7. High School – Dianne said she is monitoring but Wanneroo SHS has space  / funding to expand.  Darch High, when built, will further relieve pressure.  Butler is likely to have the next High School in the area c 2010/11.  The school was only built in the 70’s but is in need of work ($6M allocated) and despite a poor reputation does well in league tables.  Perhaps when Carramar / Banksia Grove are fully developed we may get one at that time. 
8. School Buses – Norm / Dianne pointed out that there are dedicated Transperth buses running from Carramar / Banksia Grove to Wanneroo SHS.  They take a different route to regular services but are not “school buses”. 
9. AOB – Norm reminded all that they will step down at the AGM.  AGM confirmed as September meeting (Iain and Ted to arrange accounts to be audited by then; Pam to provide Iain with cheque book, copies of invoices etc for Ted to inspect).  Wanneroo Rd widening- now next year south from Joondalup Drive to existing dual carriageway but Dianne is seeking to extend it north to Flynn Drive and probably to dual carriageway near Hester Avenue.  Burn-offs – Norm explained situation and Dianne offered to investigate.  Shops- reminder that construction is due to commence August / September (trucks have been seen on site) with completion Easter 2008.
