· Mindarie Regional council – Recycling operation – Digesters where rubbish goes through were found that they had cracks in them and suspended operation.  Repaired them on a temporary basis. Cracks are not uncommon. Causes concern with production.  Had a problem with trucks arriving at the plant. The truck drivers complained that there was too much dust and too much smell from waste when they unload their trucks. Had to move waste to landfill. Had to consult with C.O.W. if there would be any problem for truck drivers. They now have to commission the survey to monitor progress of dust and odour problem.   
There have been 7 complaints as far as odour. Majority coming from residents living around the golf course. The odour itself is extracted from the shed producing the waste and pine chips are meant to eat the odour. Most complaints – earthy smell.
