Post  Box
This was moved from by the Deli to Carramar Village in accordance with request.  With hindsight, the request should have been for an extra post box.  There is a petition at the Deli for reinstatement of the post box.  Norm to contact the authorities.  
Tapping

Maria has written to Michelle Roberts and has spoken to her secretary. No one is listening to her.  Maria has done TV stations etc. about the split. Paul miles should be ringing Maria. Problem has not been solved.

Tapping PS principal has given CoW permission not to install extra parking bays.  Parking bans on the east of Waldburg Rd has just increased parking on the west side.

Graffiti

Apparently Tropical Strength Aerogard is good for removing graffiti from metal surfaces and possibly others

Rangers – issues regarding teens behavior.  Reports of kids on the Community Centre roof throwing bottles at people leaving dancing classes.  Maria has forwarded the email to Wanneroo police.

Maria to provide Iain with photos of graffiti for posting on the website.

Tapping students wrote a letter about the vandalism for their school newsletter.

Drug activities – Norm is saying that the cycle BMX track has not been used by cyclists.  Older kids are hanging round scaring the younger ones away.  Kids are drinking and possibly using / dealing drugs.

A white car, possibly Nissan (Skyline?) has been seen in the shopping centre car park about 3.30-4.30 with activity looking suspiciously like drug dealing.  No ideas of what we can do about the general issue but everyone is urged to report suspicious activity to the police to get them to increase their presence, even if they are too late for the instance reported. 

RENATO proposed that we advise people that this is occurring – we need to remind people again about ringing police. The more we ring – anti-social behaviour – will stop. RENATO TO WRITE.

Neighbourhood Watch

Maria to provide Iain with website details of crime stats.  Iain to place link on website.

Advertising

Maria provided a list of 10 people who have requested listing on the trade directory on the website – 6 months free.  No negative feedback.  [Post meeting note – Iain has cross-referenced them with the adverts posted to the site and confirmed the completeness]

Carabooda

Reminder that DoW has stated leaching of fertilisers into the groundwater makes this water unsuitable for drinking.  Standing advice anyway is not to drink bore water.



	Neerabup Industrial Area - Monitoring

Renato spoke about the need to not be complacent regarding the NIA especially given anecdotal evidence and other evidence of emissions which can be very dangerous. 

Renato to keep monitoring at his end as well. 

Norm spoke on the Neerabup Power Station – Solar Farm 

Recycling Plant is active although not fully operational 

Norm has reported smoke from the laminate – he saw smoke from it. Norm to keep monitoring as well. 



	Spring in the Grove

Banksia Grove Residents Association have invited us to participate on 1st November.  To what extent that means is to be clarified.  Maria said she would attend and others are sought to help out.

	AGM

Constitution calls on us to hold it in August although legally we have four months.  It was agreed that subject to feasibility we would do this in September, as prior years. 

	Tavern

Iain noted that a sign had gone up on the land approved for a tavern asking interested parties to contact a hospitality company if they were interested in trying to put a tavern on the site.  It was suggested this might be in search of a different applicant willing to try and secure a liquor licence.

	Membership renewals

9 memberships were taken on the night.  Iain reminded all too please pay at next meeting.

	Other Business

June hire of equipment – location of monies

Iain was trying to track down $25 of money raised from the hire of either the PA or BBQ in June.  Norm cannot remember who he passed it to.  It is likely to be either Sandra or Ted.  Iain to follow up.

High School

High school will be built for 2013 - Banksia Grove feeder school from tapping.

Website

Maria has received a quote of $1575 to rewrite the website in a more modern form (normal rate is $2250 but we can have a discount due to community nature).  All agreed that this was far beyond the means of the association.  Maria to see if we can do this for much less.  Otherwise, Iain gave Renato details to access the current site and Renato will now make updates himself as well as Iain using Coffee Cup ftp.
Speed bumps

It is not possible to erect bollards between the Community Centre Car park and shopping centre car park as there is a reciprocal parking arrangement and emergency vehicle access.  Norm to enquire about speed bumps between shop and community centre car parks.

Hi Maria,

I don’t know who these cretins are that did this but I thought you might like to know, that an easy way to remove most graffiti is by spraying it with aero guard tropical strength spray.
