Updates: 

- Recycling Plant – Glen stated that both the composters of the Recycling Plant in repair mode. 7 complaints from the Golf Course regarding odour. Paul asked if they need to do an evaluation test again. Glen said no. Once they have repaired they can continue operating. 

-  Wood Laminating Plant. Gas station fired up now. Ted says that on a still morning you get an earthy smell in the area. 

- Tapping Primary School – Maria said the demountables would be put up. Yr 3’s being moved. Kindy and preprimary will not have access to library books. People still upset about it. Another meeting Nov 28th – DET not interested in hearing our complaints. New site to be at Springhill. 

- Graffiti, Hooning, Antisocial behaviour – Norm sent the media release for number of crimes. Increase in crime in Carramar and Tapping. Drugs stolen out of a vet car – don’t leave valuables in the car. Graffiti on the rise in Tapping. St Stephens Crescent – Palmerston. School hit as well. 

Maria indicated that PEET (Allen) told her that they are aware of problems at shopping centre – 7 or 9 CCTV’s going in. Bans will be issued for youth who are a nuisance. They will not be allowed there again. Aware of kids up on the roof. Council knocked back barbed wire proposal by PEET. 

Resident suggested that a CCTV camera might be good too for other areas and not just shopping centres. Eg roundabouts –

Paul Miles has funding for cameras and they are supposed to put them in strategic areas. Usually the COUNCILLOR has put up a motion. Norm needs to do that – ask other councilors too. RENATO to do.
