· Mission Statement

 General feedback is good for both. Mission Statement approved. 

Renato will read out a section from the new constitution each month for general discussion. 

· Resource Recovery Facility

Ted spoke briefly about the RRF. He asked those who saw the invitation for the day. Ted was surprised because CEAG did not see it. He said that we have been assured that all will run well. It will open on June 8. Ted handed out advice to residents introducing plant manager. Problems to be nipped in the bud. There are ‘circles’ out from the plant itself – people will be asked to become odour sniffers so as to ensure that it gets followed up. There will be a hotline. We hope the plant will do its job well and not cause problems. 

Another committee called the Education Programme – we look to give it to the community so rubbish distribution will run according to guidelines. Need to keep hazardous waste outside of general rubbish. 

Frank Cvitan commented that EMWAC (WA local govt recycling body) reassured us that the plant will be top notch. They separate the plastics as well. 

Frank also spoke of the yellow bins. The amount of recyclable waste has gone up by 300% in Wangara. Pushing the recycling. 

Ted mentioned that Councils will bring out a calendar to explain what to do with waste. 

· Council Meeting

Norm reported that there was no major issue. The next issue will be the high schools. 

· Community Expo

Maria spoke about the success about the expo. All positive responses. 

· Newsletter

Gil was very happy with it as he had a display table. 

Norm – neighbourhood watch. He signed quite a few people up. Norm encouraged all to report it. 

A resident spoke about Drugs in her street. 

A police officer mentioned that we should contact the Wanneroo office. They are keen to speak to people about drug issues. Matt Sullivan is a great contact. 

The drug issue is an important one. 

The website has information as to who to call for anti-social behaviour.

	Tapping Primary moving Kindy classes

Maria is bringing this up as a member of the community. She obtained information from the school. There was a meeting at the school. Kindy to be moved off site for a year – she went through the issues – e.g. traffic, cost and resources, people are happy where the school is, duplicate expense to take it to Ashby and then bringing it back again. Education Dept will not pay for staff to move all their stuff there. School needs to pay for it. 

Maria showed us where the site will be. She spoke of the location. Maria asked Paul Miles. Would roads be able to handle the increase of traffic? This is an issue. 

Maria has put a proposal to the Ed Dept to not build on the area they are looking at but rather use the area adjacent to it. 

What we need to know: Ramifications of this. 

The assembly had a chance to speak. 

Norm asked if the P and C has been involved. Maria said yes. P and C member present. 

Resident stated we are waiting till end of March for a decision. 

Frank Cvitan stated that Paul Miles is the man to go through. You will get the backing from the residents. Petition is good. Maria said we have that going. 

Frank explained that schools in new areas are not made forever. Their planning is geared around a certain time frame. It is experiencing its peak here – bad planning suggested. 

Parents do not want to separate siblings. 

Bush land is crown land. Part is Bush Forever. This may mean it will be difficult. 

ACTION - TO FIND OUT – It is crown land. FRANK TO CHECK OUT INFO REGARDING LAND corner of Walburg and Joondalup Drive.  

Suggestions and Comments

Resident – Ashby has been scrapped apparently. Kestrels new option. Two moves. 

Maria has said any parent can pass around the petition. Can it go through newsletter. The Principal is happy for the petition to go through his school. 

Petitions are at the school. 

Resident – Build a whole new school in Ashby – Maria said they need to buy the land off a private owner who does not want to sell it. 

Not enough students from Ashby – but resident said that if it was redirected in an area that has not been built yet then that would be a problem. Suggestion a new petition – for rezoning. 

Resources will be too small at Ashby. Not enough parking. 

Maybe we need to use a brand new school in Ashby – catchment area to cater for a much bigger school? 

FRANK EXPLAINED THAT you can’t force people to sell their property. Only real resolve is to get that piece of land. Keep working on the education department. 

Resident – issues with new site – Telstra. Don’t waste time. Shortage of teachers. 

Build on current resources at current school.  Keep on the back of the Education Department. 

Maria said it is too expensive to build up. 

No Kiss and Drive because of the main road qualification. 

IT IS BUSH FOREVER SO THE EDUCATION DEPT WON’T GET THE LAND. 

ACTION - FRANK TO FIND OUT ABOUT THE LAND SOUTH OF THE BUSH FOREVER – IT IS A DRAINAGE AREA. 

General feel of the group is to: 

· PRESERVE AND EXPAND CURRENT SCHOOL 

· BUILD A K – 6 PRIMARY SCHOOL SOMEWHERE – 

· ACTION - FRANK TO FIND OUT HOW FAR THIS PROCESS HAS GONE.

Norm said that it is people power that moves things. Frank stated that the demographics have to be correct. 

	Traffic at St Stephens & Walburg Dr

· Maria spoke about the problem with traffic on the street. She asked a policeman who attended. Is there anything the police can do to keep traffic flowing. The Ranger has been there a fair bit. Biggest thing is the problem for resources. Problem with parking raised. We shouldn’t be holding traffic up either. Problem with flow. 

· Suggestion about creating Kiss and Drive – getting rid of rocky road. It is a Council issue – as it is council property. 

· Frank what is P and C doing about this. Frank said maybe we cannot park. 

· Supervision would be a good thing.

· Petition going for this to block off the shopping. 

	Traffic lights at Cheriton & Joondalup Dr

· Petition for that as well – at Priceline. Feedback has been preference for roundabout not traffic lights. 

· All welcome to sign it. 

ACTION - FRANK TO GET BACK TO US ON THE DUALLING. 

	Carramar Village

· Traffic going too fast – school way 

· Rawlingla “one way” signs 

· Close off between shops & community centre – suggestions for speed humps. Concern with safety. 

· Clarification needed regarding one way or two way roads. We need NO ENTRY signs. 

· ACTION - FRANK TO CHECK OUT WHO TO CONTACT ABOUT THAT. 

· Loitering at shops & community centre. Contact Police if you see it happening.
