	Presidents Report

This past year has been a very successful year for CATRA as seen in our involvement in a number of events. These included the Community Expo held at Carramar Shopping Village which was well attended. Following this we held a Sausage Sizzle at the Mythica Event. Both of these events indicate CATRA's commitment to fostering community, a trend we hope to build on as we continue to engage in and initiate social events. 

 

Of course, we continued to be advocates for the community this past year and liaised with local government, police and other community groups regarding a number of issues: the Neerabup Industrial Area, Hooning, Graffiti, Tapping Primary School, Traffic hot spots and parking during school start and finish times. We will continue to be the voice of Carramar and Tapping residents and invite all to attend our meetings or write to us over the coming year with their concerns and suggestions. We look forward to seeing you.

	Treasurers Report
Membership in the last financial year fell to just 21 compared to 50 in 2006.  But at least that was slightly up on 2008’s total of 17.  I am told that it is common for residents associations membership to dwindle as the suburbs near completion so perhaps that is no surprise.  On the other hand, I have also been told that we have one of the most active residents associations in the City of Wanneroo. When we can get a few hundred people turn out for a meeting on a prospective tavern in Carramar then the interest in the local community is clearly there, but getting people to turn up to monthly meetings seems to be a challenge.

In an attempt to bolster numbers last year, a mail out was sent to every house in the two suburbs with minimal increase in attendances at the meetings and financial memberships.  At approximately $1000 this was an expensive exercise in terms of CATRA’s financial position.  This year the Expo seemed to be a more rewarding exercise and running the sausage sizzle at the Mythica Event also turned in a small net profit ($162) after taking out some of the Expo and the sausage sizzle expenses.

Thankfully, the association has found other sources of income such as the hire of the PA and BBQ ($98 net income) and website advertising ($160).  Credit should be given to my fellow members of the committee and others for their efforts to promote the association.

Expenditure has been limited to support of the funding events mentioned above and an $11 fee for hosting of the website.  Therefore, we report a $571 surplus for the year.  While we have had some significant swings from surplus to deficit and back again in recent years, I note that the net total for the last three years is an $8 deficit; almost exactly breakeven as should be the target of a not for profit organization like ours.

As for reserves, the association is fortunate to have $6306 cash at bank or in hand, a position that has been maintained for several years.  So all in all, the finances of the association appear to be in a healthy position.

	Midges

There is a problem with the nitrate concentration in Lake Joondalup. CALM, CoW and CoJ have a management plan.  4 treatments a year only, due to resistant strains.

Live between 7-21 days and worse when mild weather.  ECU does sampling and when the larvae reach a certain level the lake is treated.  Treated for Christmas and New Years for the residents.  Turtles are the natural predator, numbers down due to feral cats. 

	Clubrooms @ Houghton Park
