WHAT YOU CAN DO TO MONITOR TOXIC ODOURS IN CARRAMAR AND TAPPING  

1. Keep a log including date, time, wind direction and type of odour

2. Confirm wind direction by accessing the following website. http://www.bom.gov.au/products/IDW60900.shtml 

This will take you to the current time Latest Weather Observations including wind direction. Carramar and Tapping are near to the OCEAN REEF and PEARCE stations. 

If you wish to peruse previous information for either of these stations click on the station name and you will be able to view previous data. 

3. A N/NW/NE wind direction might be a good indicator that the odour will be coming from the Neerabup Industrial Area. 

4. Contact the City of Wanneroo to record your complaint. You can contact the Health section of CoW via email health@wanneroo.wa.gov.au or via phone on 94055000 (ask to be put through to the Health Department section and to speak to Phil Wesley or the Coordinator).  The City will record complaints and visit the plants to investigate. They work in tandem with the DEC.

5. Keep monitoring via your log – dates, time and type of odour as well as wind direction. 

6. Arm yourself with knowledge about plant emissions - http://www.ephc.gov.au/ and the National Environment Protection Measures fact sheets etc http://www.ephc.gov.au/nepms 

7. Arm yourself with knowledge about the exact emissions from the plants. Visit the following website for more information. First visit the home page for the National Pollutant Inventory http://www.ephc.gov.au/taxonomy/term/58 and then view the DATABASE itself where you can do a search for industries. http://www.npi.gov.au/
8. Under “Database search” at the right hand side of the main frame enter your general postcode area (e.g. 6031 for Carramar/Neerabup). Scroll down and you will see what SUBSTANCES are being emitted into our Carramar and Tapping area as well as the SOURCE of each emission. 

9. General information about the harmful substances can be found here - http://www.npi.gov.au/about/list_of_subst.html I would also source independent sources. 

10. You can also contact Peter May at the DEC (Quality Standards Regulation) at peter.may@dec.wa.gov.au . I know from past experience that you can obtain testing canisters from the DEC which will enable you to obtain air samples at times when you smell an odour. 

11. Contact each of the industries in your area personally and ask for an inventory of emissions as well as information regarding measures the company takes to ensure that emissions do not affect the general air quality for residents in the area. The important thing is that you don’t give up and that we ensure that any offending industry is held accountable and ensures that they keep their plant as clean as possible. 
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
